lMedia Center
	 The Little League Baseball World Series 
Media Center is located on the third base side 
of Lamade Stadium on the concourse level.  
The Media Center will be open during the fol-
lowing hours:

lAccommodations
	 Accommodations are extremely limited 
in the Williamsport area during the World 
Series.  Information on accommodations may 
be obtained by calling the Lycoming County 
Visitors Bureau at (570) 327-7700 or (800) 
358-9900; or by accessing their web site at: 
www.vacationpa.com.
lParking
	 The parking area for the news media cov-
ering the World Series is located on the Little 
League International Complex in Lot B off 
Route 15 (Borderline Road) across from Be-
iter’s Home Center (see map on page 7).  A 
Media Parking pass is required, and may be 
obtained from the Media Center at Lamade 
Stadium.  The first time you park, you may use 
a valid media identification card for entry, a 
parking permit is required thereafter.  Parking 
is very limited so an early arrival is suggested, 
particularly for night games and games later 
in the tournament.  Overflow media parking 
may be required in public parking areas.
lArrival
	 Upon check-in, you will be required to 
produce documentation to show that you 
are a member of the working media as well 
as a photo ID.  After you have received your 
credentials at the Media Center, located on 
the third base side of Lamade Stadium, you 
may want to familiarize yourself with the 
surroundings.  The Media Relations Staff will 
help with anything you may need.  (Please 
note photographers and videographers will 
need to sign a statement detailing the condi-
tions under which they will receive creden-
tials.)
lMedia Center
	 Authorized Little League International 
employees and properly-credentialed tourna-
ment employees are the only people permit-
ted in the Media Center.  The Media Center 
includes the Media Interview Room, the Me-
dia Hospitality Room and a Press Room where 
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credentialed media members may work.
lCredentials
	 Media credentials are not transferable 
and cannot be issued to anyone under the 
age of 18 or to anyone who has not consent-
ed to a standard criminal background check.  
Anyone wishing to pick up their media cre-
dential MUST have a photo ID (i.e. press cards 
or driver’s license) in order to receive their 
credential.  All media credentials are coded 
to indicate the type of media you are repre-
senting, reserved areas in the press sections, 
or with a ROAM designation.  While ROAM 
credentials do not guarantee reserved seat-
ing they do provide access to the unrestricted 
areas of the complex.  Photo credentials are 
printed with specific access details.
	 Individuals requesting a reporter’s cre-
dential will have access to both stadiums 
and the interview and hospitality rooms in 
the media center.  Those requesting reserved 
seating will see their assigned seat numbers 
in both stadiums printed on their ID badge.
	 Individuals requesting a TV credential 
will have access to the media center and in-
terview and hospitality rooms only.  Access 
will not be permitted to the stadium, field or 
photo wells.
lPhotographers
	 There are two levels of stadium photo 
access for photographers: 1. Photo - access 
to wells, interview room, and field at desig-
nated times.  Those individuals with a Photo 
credential do NOT have access to press row; 
2. Photo Roam - access to seating and media 
room only.  Those individuals with a Photo 
Roam credential do NOT have access to the 
wells or to press row.
	 Photographers who use stadium seating 
areas must not obstruct the walkways or the 
view of spectators.
lRadio
	 Reporters from radio stations and net-
works are welcome at the Little League Base-
ball World Series.  The exclusive flagship sta-
tion for English language broadcasts of the 
Little League Baseball World Series is WRAK 
1400-AM of Williamsport, Pa.  For other Eng-
lish language radio interests, NO live broad-
casts are permitted on any station or network 
except by agreement with WRAK-AM.  Radio 
reporters may cover the games, however, 

through five or fewer reports, each of a min-
ute or less in duration, per game.  The reports 
must not contain descriptions of action cur-
rently taking place.
lVideo/Television
	 Television crews are welcome at the Little 
League Baseball World Series. However, it 
must be understood that Little League and 
ESPN have the right to restrict or prohibit 
ANY camera crew (including ABC affiliates) 
from operating at any game-related activity.  
Therefore, video taping of non-championship 
games to obtain B-Roll footage is permitted, 
subject to Little League approval, and adher-
ence to the following guidelines.
	 Shooting of B-Roll footage is allowed, 
provided it: 1.) Does not restrict the view of 
spectators; 2.) Does not utilize facilities (cam-
era stands, stadium roof, etc.) reserved for 
use by ESPN; 3.) Does not take place in the 
stadium areas during televised games; (NOTE: 
All games of the 2012 Little League Baseball 
World Series are scheduled to be televised); 
and, 4.) Does not interfere with the ESPN 
hand-held camera crews (Interference, in this 
case, includes being deemed visible by ESPN 
in any location in which ESPN cameras are op-
erating or likely to be operating).
	 During games, cameras/crews, other than 
those operated by ESPN/ABC, must cease 
operating and vacate any area immediately 
if requested to do so by any ESPN/ABC crew.  
Shooting of B-Roll footage is limited to five 
minutes per game.  When the five minutes 
are completed, the camera must be moved to 
another location at least 50 feet away.  The 
B-Roll footage may not be televised until after 
the game is completed.
	 Brief, live reports during games are per-
mitted, subject to these provisions: 1.) There 
must be no report on game action taking 
place, except, a brief update on the score or 
previous game action; 2.) The camera must 
be located (for games in Lamade Stadium) a 
minimum of 50 feet beyond the second out-
field fence, near the Administration build-
ing parking lot, or (for games in Volunteer 
Stadium) a minimum of 50 feet beyond the 
second outfield fence. (See areas designated 
as “Stand-Up Area” on the map page 7); 3.) 
The reporter must be in the shot at all times; 
4.) The report must be one minute or less; 5.) 
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There may be no more than four live reports 
per game; and, 6.) Camera lights CANNOT be 
used where they may be visible by players on 
the field. (This applies during day and night 
games).
lMedia Working Area (Stadiums)
	 Reserved seating, if available, will be 
noted on credentials.  Media credentials also 
allow seating in the stadium (except Sections 
1, 2, and 3), if available, but do not entitle 
others without media passes or tickets to be 
seated in the stadium.  No member of the 
media, including television camera crews, will 
be permitted on the field at any time, with 
the exception of ESPN/ABC cameras and pho-
tographers under certain circumstances as 
communicated by the Little League Baseball 
World Series staff.
	 Photographers are assigned as space is 
available and will be permitted on the field 
only for special pre-game ceremonies.  No 
cameras of any kind are permitted in the dug-
outs at any time.  At no time during games 
will photographers be permitted to open the 
dugout door and shoot into the dugout.  Fol-
lowing games, photographers are not per-
mitted to shoot into the dugout of the losing 
team. 
lWorld Series Photographs
	 Solicitations/sales of World Series photo-
graphs of any kind by photographers or their 
agents on or off Little League property is pro-
hibited, unless approved in writing by Little 
League International.  At no time are creden-
tialed photographers or their agents permit-
ted to offer, provide or present any “cour-
tesy” photos of World Series game action or 
related World Series events.  Such actions are 
grounds for revocation of media credentials.  
NOTE: Later during the tournament (after first 
five days), when games are no longer being 
played in Volunteer Stadium, seats and phone 
lines in Volunteer Stadium may continue to 
be used for transmitting stories and photos.
lInternational Grove
	 The International Grove is closed to the 
general public and access by media is restrict-
ed.  Members of the media may visit and tour 
the International Grove only during the ONE 
period specifically set aside for a photo op-
portunity.  Only ONE media tour will be con-
ducted for this purpose.  Contact the Media 

Relations Department for the date and time.  
Media access to the team housing complex or 
dining/recreation facility cannot be granted 
by any player, coaches, team hosts or se-
curity personnel under any circumstances.  
Members of the media are not permitted to 
request coaches, players, or any other indi-
vidual associated with the teams, to provide 
photos or video of any kind from inside the 
International Grove.
lTeam Information
	 Little League personnel will guide each 
team, in uniform, through a pre-World Series 
information gathering process that includes 
team and individual photographs of every 
player and coach, height and weight, mea-
surements of every player and basic informa-
tion on every player (proper spelling of name, 
uniform number, defensive positions, and 
bat/throw information). Due to the tight pre-
World Series schedule for participants, this 
process is closed to all media.  However, the 
photographs and information gathered will 
be provided to the media prior to the start of 
the World Series.
lOne-on-One Player Interviews
	 Members of the media wishing to conduct 
one-on-one interviews with players must first 
obtain the consent of the team manager or 
coach who must be present throughout  the 
interview.  No one-on-one interviews with 
players or coaches are permitted outside of 
the Media Interview Room at the Media Cen-
ter or following the post-game media briefing 
for the game just completed.  No one-on-one 
interviews with players are permitted until 
one hour after the end of the game in which a 
player participates.
	 Requests for interviews, other than those 
done in the Media Center, must be submitted 
to security personnel at the main entrance 
of the International Grove (see map on page 
7) between 9 a.m. and 10 p.m.  Requests will 
be forwarded to the coach or manager of the 
player, if available.  If the player and manager/
coach agree to the interview, the coach and 
player, or manager and player, will meet the 
media member at the security gate and es-
cort the media member to an interview area.  
Interviews also may be conducted before or 
after team practices, at the discretion of the 
team manager.  Media personnel may not re-
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quest interviews during practices.  Any coach, 
manager, player or umpire may decline any 
interview.
lTeam Practices
	 Team practice schedules will be distribut-
ed only to team coaches and managers who 
may, or may not, wish to share those sched-
ules with the media.  These practices are gen-
erally open to the public, but all observers 
(including the media) must obey the wishes 
of the manager of the team practicing.
lPrior to Game
	 Lineup cards with the starting lineups for 
each game will be available one hour before 
the start of each game.  Lineup cards will be 
available on the racks in the media center 
hallway and from the press box announcer at 
the stadium where the game is to be played. 
NOTE: Lineups are subject to change at any 
time up to the exchange of the lineups just 
before the start of the game.  All changes will 
be announced by the press box announcer.
lPost-Game Press Conference
	 Approximately 10 minutes after each 
game, credentialed members of the media 
are invited to a post-game media briefing 
held in the Interview Room (across from the 
Media Center) in Lamade Stadium.  The Little 
League International Media Relations staff 
will escort the manager/coach from the los-
ing team into the Interview Room first, fol-
lowed by the manager/coach and players 
of the winning team.  The manager/coach 
of the losing team can opt out of the post-
game press conference.  NOTE: Players from 
the losing team WILL NOT be included in this 
briefing. They may be interviewed separately, 
but only one hour after the game. No inter-
views will be permitted outside of the Media 
Interview Room at any time.
lTelephones
	 Live telephone connections have been 
provided in some of the seats in the Press 
Sections of both stadiums.  Little League 
provides only the hookup (standard modu-
lar jack), with local access calls at no charge.  
Toll calls require calling collect or the use of a 
credit/debit card.  All media will need to pro-
vide their own telephones.
lFrequency Coordination
	 The SBE, in cooperation with the Federal 
Communications Commission (FCC) has des-

ignated the Williamsport Area as a branch of 
the SBE Chapter 2 Northeast Pennsylvania to 
coordinate Remote Pickup Frequencies for 
both radio and television facilities.  Part 74 of 
the FCC Rules stipulates that any itinerant use 
of RPU frequencies must be coordinated.  If 
you plan any RPU use on any frequency with 
any power, including wireless microphone 
use (please note wireless microphones above 
698 MHz may not be utilized), please call Skip 
Smith, Monday through Friday, 8:30 a.m. to 
5:30 p.m., at (570) 323-5360 for assistance.
lThe Internet
	 Little League International provides ex-
tensive coverage of the Little League Base-
ball World Series on its website (www.Little-
League.org).  Internet news providers are 
welcome to cover the Little League Baseball 
World Series.  However, no live reports are 
permitted on any sites except www.LittleLea-
gue.org.  Static images (no video) of games 
or other Little League Baseball World Series 
activities may be posted on the Internet, but 
may not be posted until at least 30 minutes 
after the conclusion of the game or activity.  
Little League International will have wireless 
internet access available in both stadiums 
and the Press Room for the duration of the 
World Series.
lDecorum
	 Members of the media are to refrain from 
“cheering” of any kind in the stadium press 
sections or in the post-game press conference 
and should conduct themselves profession-
ally and with proper decorum at all times.
lGame Statistics
	 Little League will provide box scores and 
play-by-play after each game, with copies 
available in the Media Center at Lamade Sta-
dium and at www.LittleLeague.org.
lMeals
	 Recognizing that many members of the 
media covering the Little League Baseball 
World Series are at the complex throughout 
the day, Little League provides food, lunch 
and dinner, at no charge for credentialed 
working media only.  During games, food will 
be available between certain time periods in 
the Media Hospitality Room located in the 
Media Center.  Only working, credentialed 
media are permitted in this room.  Guests and 
non-credentialed media are not permitted in 
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the Media Hospitality Room and food and 
drinks may not be taken from these rooms. 
NOTE: Media personnel will not be permitted 
to sign for food at the concession stand.
lDistribution of Promotional Items or Other 
Literature
	 It is Little League International’s policy 
that no organization, group, company, etc., 
be permitted to sell or distribute leaflets, 
placards, posters, promotional material, or 
any other items at the Little League Interna-
tional Complex without written permission 
from Little League International.
lOther Interviews
	 Lance Van Auken, Vice President of Com-
munications, Chris Downs, Director of Public-
ity, and Steve Barr, Director of Media Rela-
tions, are available during the Little League 
Baseball World Series to answer any inquiries 
regarding Little League rules, regulations, 
policies and principles, as well as specific in-
quiries regarding the Little League Baseball 
World Series.
lViolation of Media Guidelines
	 Any news organization or person in vio-
lation of these guidelines (or others subse-
quently published by Little League Baseball, 
Incorporated) whether or not such violations 
occur on Little League property, will be sub-
ject to revocation of World Series media cre-
dentials.
lTrademark Protection

Little League Baseball is a Federal Incor-
poration granted by way of a bill signed into 
law by President Lyndon B. Johnson on July 
17, 1964, and amended September 24, 1974, 
to reflect the admission of girls.  The legisla-
tion, which received unanimous approval 
from both the U.S. Senate and the House of 
Representatives, is Public Law 88-378.  It is 
the highest recognition that the federal gov-
ernment can accord.  It provides for incorpo-
ration of Little League Baseball in all 50 states 
as an educational institution, endowing the 
program with protective integrity by the U.S. 
Government.

Action of the President and Congress 
places Little League Baseball in the same cat-
egory as Red Cross, Boy Scouts, Boys Clubs of 
America and a select group of other agencies 
similarly chartered.  However, Little League 
is the only youth sports organization so hon-

ored. The Federal Charter of Incorporation 
requires Little League to submit its annual 
report directly to the U.S. Congress each year.

“LITTLE LEAGUE,” “LITTLE LEAGUE BASE-
BALL,” “LITTLE LEAGUER,” “LL,” “DUGOUT,” 
“CHALLENGER DIVISION,” the OFFICIAL LITTLE 
LEAGUE BASEBALL EMBLEMS, etc., are the 
principal registered trademarks and service 
marks of Little League Baseball, Incorporated.  
These marks are protected both by a special 
Act of Congress and registrations with the 
United States Patent and Trademark Office.  
All rights in and to any and all marks of Little 
League Baseball, Incorporated, are reserved.

NOTE: Little League Baseball is listed 
in the current issue of the Associated Press 
Stylebook and Libel Manual.  The words “Lit-
tle League,” “Little Leaguer,” etc. should only 
be used in conjunction with youth baseball 
and softball programs chartered with Little 
League Baseball, Incorporated.
	 Members of the media are not permit-
ted to upload video using the Internet while 
working at the Little League International 
Complex.  Members of the media are not to 
communicate in any manner with managers, 
coaches, players or umpires while a game is 
being played.  Your adherence to these poli-
cies is required.

6. Peter J. McGovern Little League Museum - 
(Fronts U.S. Route 15). Media credentials will 
allow admittance at no charge to the museum for 
the person to whom the credentials were issued 
during the Little League Baseball World Series.  
The museum hours during the 2012 Little League 
Baseball World Series are: Mon.-Sat. - 9 a.m. to 7 
p.m.; Sun. - 11 a.m. to 7 p.m.

7. Media Parking (Lot B) - Media personnel must 
enter the complex from U.S. Route 15 (see 7E on 
the map), across from Beiter’s Home Center, on 
Borderline Road.  Entry from any other point is not 
permitted.  A valid Media ID will allow parking in 
the media lot on the day of arrival, but a Parking 
Permit is required thereafter.  A media parking pass 
can be obtained at the Media Center along with a 
media credential.  

8. Stand-Up Areas (3) - These are the areas for live 
stand-up reports (see guidelines on page 3).

9. Satellite Truck Parking Areas

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rector of Softball Development).
More than 7,000 teams, approximately 

6,500 teams in the U.S. alone, begin the tour-
naments in the Little League Baseball division 
alone.  About 6,500 are eliminated in the first 
three weeks of play.  About 45,000 games are 
played in eight divisions leading up to the var-
ious World Series tournaments.  More than 
16,000 of those games are played in the Little 
League division, the equivalent of more than 
six Major League Baseball seasons.

District: This is the first level of play.  
Most district tournaments begin around the 
first week of July, lasting from one to three 
weeks.  Some large districts, or those made 
up of widely dispersed teams, play in area 
tournaments before advancing to a district 
final or semifinal.  Some district tournaments 
are played in a modified Olympic Pool Play 
format.

State, Province or Country: This is the 
next major level of play.  However, in some 
states, provinces or countries where there are 
many leagues, a sub-tournament is played.  
State, provincial or national tournaments are 
generally played around the last week of July 
or the first week of August.  Most of these 
tournaments are played in a standard double-
elimination format.

Region: This is the third level.  However, 
there may be one or two pre-regional tour-
naments (Section or Division Tournaments) 
played in some areas before advancing to 
the regional level.  Regional tournaments are 
usually played in the first or second week of 
August.  Most are double-elimination, but a 
few use the modified Olympic Pool Play For-
mat.

World Series: This is the final level of tour-
nament play.  There are eight World Series 
tournaments played in the Little League pro-
gram: Little League Baseball, Junior League 
Baseball, Senior League Baseball, Big League 
Baseball, Girls Little League Softball, Girls Ju-
nior League Softball, Girls Senior League Soft-
ball, and Girls Big League Softball.  The vari-
ous World Series tournaments are played in 
August.

Each season concludes with International 
Tournament play for children in eight divi-
sions of Little League.  The tournament trail 
begins in early July and leads to eight World 
Series tournaments in August.

The oldest and best-known champion-
ship tournament is the annual Little League 
Baseball World Series held in late August in 
Pennsylvania.  These games are held in How-
ard J. Lamade Stadium and Little League Vol-
unteer Stadium, located on the side of Bald 
Eagle Mountain in the borough of South Wil-
liamsport.

The other seven World Series tourna-
ments are held at sites across the United 
States during the week or weeks prior to the 
Little League World Series.  It is the culmina-
tion of many weeks of local league play and 
provides participants with the opportunity 
to travel, make new friends, and engage in 
friendly competition - activities few other 
summer programs provide.

In tournament play, winning and losing 
are put into proper perspective.  An hour af-
ter a hard-fought game, it isn’t unusual to find 
the opposing teams together at the swim-
ming pool or the pin-trading area.

Tournament Structure
Double-elimination is played at most lev-

els of the Little League International Tourna-
ment, which includes a full tournament struc-
ture in eight divisions of baseball and softball.

The tournament is under the direction 
and authority of the Little League Interna-
tional Tournament Committee in William-
sport, Pa.  Members of the Tournament

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Tournament play is regarded as an impor-
tant supplemental phase of the Little League 
program.  There is no obligation on the part 
of any league to enter the tournament, but a 
majority participate annually.

Little League Baseball Tournament teams 
are made up of players selected from among 
the Major Division teams in local leagues.  
They are limited in number to a maximum 
roster of 14 Little League age (11 or 12 years 
old) players. (League age is the age attained 
by a player as of April 30 of the year in ques-
tion.)  Managers and coaches also are select-
ed from the personnel of local leagues. 

There are eight regions represented in 
the United States and eight international re-
gions.  Tournament play is conducted through 
the various levels to ultimately determine re-
gional champions.  Each regional champion is 
invited to participate in the World Series in 
South Williamsport, Pa.

There is no fee of any kind for any team in 
the Little League Baseball World Series.  All of 
the expenses for all teams, including travel, 
are paid by Little League International.  While 
at the Series, the teams are housed in dormi-
tories on the complex, and food is provided 
- all at no charge.  All teams are provided with 
identical accommodations, without regard to 
their economic status.

Additionally, every league with a team 
that wins its district level championship and 
advances to the next level, receives a reim-
bursement from Little League Baseball and 
Softball of $1 per mile for one round trip to 
each tournament site, to help offset travel ex-
penses. (Usually a district comprises a town, 
county or several towns or counties.)

Little League is able to pay this because 
every league pays a one-time entry fee of 
$150 for each team entered in the Interna-
tional Tournament.  This fund is restricted 
only to offsetting tournament expenses.  
This fund is also used to transport the Little 
League Baseball World Series teams to and 
from South Williamsport.

Additionally, starting in 2003, volunteer 
tournament organizers at each of the 58 re-

gional levels worldwide are provided $1,000 
to help offset expenses.  Teams advancing to 
the regional level in the U.S. receive an ad-
ditional $200.  Little League returned $2 mil-
lion from the Little League Travel Fund to lo-
cal Little League programs in 2011, helping to 
defray July-August travel costs for more than 
500 teams in hundreds of leagues.

To qualify for the Little League Baseball 
World Series, a team comprised of the best 
11- and 12- year-olds in a Little League pro-
gram must advance through the world’s larg-
est elimination tournament.  At the Little 
League Baseball World Series in South Wil-
liamsport, the attendance is normally well 
over 250,000, with crowds of 30,000 or more 
for the championship game.  A record total of 
414,905 fans attended the 2011 World Series.  
Millions more see the games on ESPN, ESPN2, 
ESPN3, ESPN 3D and ABC.

There is never any admission charge to 
attend a Little League game at Howard J. 
Lamade Stadium or Little League Volunteer 
Stadium.  Tickets for the championship game 
are given away by lottery well in advance of 
the World Series.  Seating in all other areas is 
general.  No tickets are required at any time 
for the terraces beyond the outfield fence at 
Lamade Stadium, offering excellent viewing 
from any vantage point.

A family of four can attend the Little 
League Baseball World Series (with no charge 
for parking or admission), purchase a souve-
nir program, and each person in the family 
can have a hot dog, french fries and a large 
soda for about $30.

The highest estimated attendance for a 
Little League Baseball World Series game was 
in 2001 when National Little League from 
Apopka, Fla., played Kitasuna Little League 
from Tokyo, Japan, in the championship game 
before 44,800 people.  Exact figures are not 
available since tickets are not required for 
most fans and there are no turnstiles.

Little League Baseball World Series
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World Series Format
	 The format for the 2012 Little League 
Baseball World Series is divided into two dis-
tinct phases. 
	 Once the first phase has been completed, 
any losses in that phase have no bearing on 
the second phase.  However, pitching records 
will carry over to the second phase.
	 The 16 teams are divided into two brack-
ets: eight teams in the International Bracket, 
and eight teams in the U.S. Bracket.  Each 
bracket follows the same two-phase arrange-
ment.
	 Phase One consists of Game No. 1 through 
Game No. 26, plus two consolation games.
	 Phase Two consists of four games: Game 
No. 27 through the World Championship 
Game.
Phase One
	 In Phase One, the two brackets follow 
the normal movement of teams in a double-
elimination tournament, which means any 
two losses eliminate a team from contention.  
For the four teams that lose their first two 
games, two “crossover” consolation games 
are scheduled where U.S. teams will play In-
ternational teams.  Both of these games are 
televised, giving all teams in the Little League 
Baseball World Series at least three televised 
games.
	 In a standard double-elimination tour-
nament, the team coming out of the losers’ 
bracket, which would have one loss, would 
have to twice defeat the winners’ bracket fi-
nalist in order to advance.  However, under 
the modified format, Phase One ends with 
the final game of the losers’ bracket.
	 That means there is no “if-necessary” 
game in either bracket.  Instead, the winners’ 
bracket finalist and the losers’ bracket finalist 
are the two teams in each bracket (for a total 
of four teams) that move on to Phase Two.
Phase Two
	 This phase (Game No. 27 through the 
World Championship Game) features a simple 
four-team, single-elimination format.  Games 
won or lost in Phase One have no bearing on 
Phase Two.

	 In Phase Two, the two remaining teams in 
the International Bracket play a single game 
for the International Championship, and the 
two remaining teams in the U.S. Bracket play 
a single game for the U.S. Championship. 
	 The two losing teams in the International 
and U.S. Championship games will play in the 
Consolation Game for third place. 
	 The winners of the International and U.S. 
Championship games play a single game for 
the Little League Baseball World Champion-
ship.

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Story Ideas
Little League Softball Days - Little League 
Softball has partnered with several U.S. col-
lege programs over the last couple years to 
hold “Little League Softball Days.”  Local Little 
League teams are invited to attend a game for 
free or at a reduced price and get a chance 
to meet the players.  These events provide an 
opportunity to create an on-going relation-
ship between the local collegiate program 
and their surrounding Little Leagues while 
the youth players get a chance to experience 
the game of softball at one of its highest lev-
els.  Many of the top programs in the country 
have hosted an event including Arizona State 
University, the University of Arizona, UCLA, 
the University of Kentucky, the University 
of Washington, and Stanford University, to 
name a few.  The program has been so suc-
cessful, in some places it has been expanded 
to a whole weekend.

The Beginning - For those who want to learn 
the story of Little League’s roots, a visit to the 
site of the first Little League games and the 
first 12 Little League Baseball World Series 
tournaments is a must. Volunteer tour guides 
are on duty throughout the day. To reach the 
site, take U.S. Route 15 North and proceed 
straight onto Market Street. After crossing the 
Market St. Bridge, turn left (west) at Fourth 
Street along “Millionaire’s Row,” a street lined 
with stately old homes built during the area’s 
logging boom. Three miles down on the left is 
Original League.

Mighty Casey Statue - The Garth Brooks 
Teammates for Kids Foundation marked the 
creation of an endowment fund in support of 
Little League International’s Challenger Divi-
sion with a presentation ceremony during 
the 2004 Little League Baseball World Series.  
“The Might Casey,” a 14-foot bronze rendition 
of the fabled slugger from the iconic baseball 
poem “Casey at the Bat,” was dedicated and 
is located next to the scoreboard on the ter-
raced hills beyond the left-field fence of How-
ard J. Lamade Stadium. The statue is one of 
four crafted by sculptor Mark Lundeen of 
Loveland, Colo., and is representative of the 

Teammates for Kids Foundation going to 
bat for all of the Challenger Division players 
through a $2 million donation to the Little 
League program.

The Executive Branch & World Series - On 
Aug. 26, 2001, George W. Bush became the 
first U.S. President to attend the Little League 
Baseball World Series. President Bush was 
enshrined into the Peter J. McGovern Little 
League Museum Hall of Excellence and threw 
out the ceremonial first pitch for the final 
game. He sat with his wife, First Lady Laura 
Bush, along with Pennsylvania Gov. Tom 
Ridge, for the game. The seat used by Presi-
dent Bush is on display in the Peter J. Mc-
Govern Little League Museum in the George 
W. Bush Exhibit. The seat now occupying the 
spot where President Bush sat in Lamade Sta-
dium is permanently Seat No. 1.

Two men who eventually became 
president have also traveled to Williamsport 
for Little League functions. Lyndon Johnson 
visited in the fall of 1960 to present a U.S. 
flag to Little League President Peter J. 
McGovern following the dedication of a new 
administration building. Then-Sen. Johnson 
was John F. Kennedy’s running mate and 
only a few weeks away from election. George 
H.W. Bush also was a candidate for the vice 
presidency when he visited Little League for 
the World Series in 1980. President Bush 
and his wife were volunteers in the Central 
Little League of Midland, Texas, during the 
1950s. One of their sons, George W. became 
the first Little League graduate to be elected 
President of the United States. Another 
son, Jeb, became Governor of Florida. Mr. 
and Mrs. H.W. Bush were honored as “Little 
League’s First Family,” during the 24th Little 
League International Congress held in 2007 
in Houston, Texas.  George W. Bush was 
honored at the 2010 International Congress 
in Lexington, Ky., with the Peter O’Malley 
Distinguished Service Award.

In 2004, Vice President Dick Cheney 
became the second sitting vice president to 
visit the Little League Baseball World Series 
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in Williamsport. The first was Vice President 
Dan Quayle, who visited the Little League 
World Series in 1992 to accept enshrinement 
into the Peter J. McGovern Little League 
Museum Hall of Excellence.

In 2009, Vice President Joseph Biden 
attended the championship game to accept 
his enshrinement in the Peter J. McGovern 
Little League Museum Hall of Excellence.

Females In The Series - This is the 38th year 
since girls were first allowed by rule to play 
Little League Baseball in 1974 (although the 
first girl to actually play Little League did so in 
1950 in Corning, N.Y. - Kathryn “Tubby” John-
son). Through 2011, 15 girls have played in 
the Little League Baseball World Series. The 
first, Victoria Roche, was in 1984. She played 
for a team that represented Brussels (Bel-
gium) Little League. The 2004 Little League 
Baseball World Series marked the first time 
that two girls played in the same World Se-
ries. The other girls who have participated 
in the Series are: Victoria Brucker, Eastview 
Little League, San Pedro, Calif., 1989; Kelly 
Craig, Trail Little League, Trail, British Colum-
bia, Canada, 1990; Giselle Hardy, Arabian 
American Little League, Dhahran, Saudi Ara-
bia, 1991; Krissy Wendell, Brooklyn Center 
(Minn.) American League, 1994; Sayaka Tsu-
shima, Kashima Little League, Osaka, Japan, 
1998; Alicia Hunoly, Ramstein Little League, 
Ramstein Air Force Base, Germany, 1999; Ta-
tiana Maltseva, Khovrino Little League, Mos-
cow, Russia, 2001; Sanoe Aina, Waipio Little 
League, Waipahu, Hawaii, 2002; Merced

ern Little League, 2004; and Alexandra Bellini,

	 Two women have coached a team in the 
Little League Baseball World Series: Kathy 
Barnard, Lynn Valley Little League, North 
Vancouver, British Columbia, in 1993; and 
Barbara Zuelli, Emilia (Italy) Little League, 
2008. 

	 Betty Speziale (Dunkirk, N.Y., 1989) was the 
first woman to umpire in the Little League 
Baseball World Series. Flora Stansberry 
(Seneca, Mo., 2001) was the first woman to 
umpire behind the plate in the Little League 
Baseball World Series Championship Game. 
Lo Mei Yan (Hong Kong, 2006) was behind 
the plate for the 60th Little League Baseball 
World Series Championship Game.

Challenger Jamborees - The Challenger Di-
vision of Little League Baseball and Softball 
provides the opportunity for children with 
developmental and physical challenges to 
enjoy and participate in the game of baseball 
at many levels.  The seventh World Jamboree 
was held in May in Norfolk, Va. with nearly 
100 teams from 10 state participating.  Little 
League Challenger teams annually participate 
in the Major League Baseball All-Star Game 
by playing games as part of the festivities.  
There are also several regional Jamborees 
held in such places as Anaheim, Calif.; Roch-
ester, N.Y.; San Francisco; Houston; and Bris-
tol, Conn., to name a few.
	 In 1989, Little League launched its Chal-
lenger Division. Children ages of 4-18 are eli-
gible to participate. Challenger baseball fea-
tures “buddies” who help their partners by 
assisting the players when needed.  In 2012, 
more than 2,000 teams and 30,000 children 
participated in the Little League Challenger 
Division.
	 A Challenger exhibition game will be part 
of the Little League Baseball World Series 
schedule for the 12th consecutive year in 
2012.  The game, between Southwest Forsyth 
Little League (Clemmons, N.C.) and Rhode 
Island District 2 (Portsmouth, R.I.), will be 
played on the Saturday, Aug. 25, at 10:30 a.m. 
at Volunteer Stadium.
	 The Challenger Division continued to ep-
and internationally in 2012 as teams from the 
United Arab Emirates joined teams in Kuwait, 
Japan and Mexico who started play in 2011.

Televison Contract Benefits - Little League 
International and ESPN agreed to an eight-
year television contract in 2007. The agree-
ment provides for continued coverage of the 
Little League Baseball World Series on the 
ESPN family of networks and ABC. Benefits of 
the contract include expanding the coverage 
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of Little League’s three other World Series 
tournaments in baseball and all four softball 
World Series. The contract also allowed Little 
League International to lower charter fees 
from $18 to $16, and provide for 125 free 
background checks for each of its chartered 
leagues. 

Social Media - Wireless Internet and its in-
tegration into various handheld devices has 
placed news and information just a click, or 
a few key strokes, away.  To read the latest on 
Little League happenings through Twitter, log 
onto www.twitter.com/LittleLeague.

50/70 Pilot Program - The pilot program has 
grown from 107 leagues chartering the pro-
gram and 220 teams in 2010 to 146 leagues 
and 412 teams this season.  The program, for 
11- to 13-year-olds, features a 50-foot pitch-
ing distance and 70-foot base paths.  The pro-
gram was instituted to offer an alternative for 
players between the Little League field size 
and a standard field.  In 2013, the program, 
which does not have a name as of yet, will be-
come a new division of Little League Baseball 
with a regular season and postseason tourna-
ment opportunities, including a World Series.

Urban Initiative Jamborees - Again this year, 
the Little League’s Urban Initiative held state 
and regional jamborees.  After holding jam-
borees at four sites - Atlanta, Houston, Chi-
cago and Newark, N.J - in 2010, that total has 
increased to eight in 2012.  Some of the other 
citites to host events include Tampa, Fla., 
Stockton, Calif., Richmond, Va., Los Angeles, 
Calif., Clearwater, Fla., and Portland, Ore.  
The jamboree in Stockton in 2011 was the 
first softball event while Tampa hosted the 
first event for the Junior Baseball Division the 
same year.  For the six years prior to 2010, the 
program held one jamboree in South William-
sport, Pa. each May.   Fifty teams and more 
than 600 players participated in the four 2010 
Jamborees, while those numbers increaed 

to 82 teams and more than 1,100 players in 
2011.  The Little League Urban Initiative is 
now operating with more than 200 leagues 
in nearly 85 cities in the United States.  The 
Urban Initiative has also participated in more 
than thirty field renovation/development 
projects.

World Series Format - The 2010 Little League 
Baseball World Series was the first utilizing a 
double-elimination format for the first round 
of play leading to a single-elimination semi-
final round. Previously, the tournament was 
conducted using a pool play format to reach 
the single-elimination quarterfinal round.  A 
pitching rule change in 2010 brought the 
tournament rules in line with the regular-sea-
son guidelines.  The new tournament rules 
increase the number of days of rest required 
based upon the number of pitches thrown.

Instant Replay - Video replays were first used 
at the Little League Baseball World Series in 
2008 for the first time by any baseball organi-
zation. The rules for instant replay have been 
expanded each of the last two years.  Infor-
mation on the instant replay rules for the 
2012 tournament are available in the Media 
Center.

Umpire and Coaches Resource Center - Little 
League International provides an on-line re-
source center for both coaches and umpires 
in the organization.  There is no cost to access 
the information.  Each center includes educa-
tional materials, video, reference materials 
and the latest drills and techniques to help 
both coaches and umpires.

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Little League By The Rules
	 Most of the rules that govern play in Little 
League Baseball are the same as those used 
at other levels of play.  But, there are a few 
rules that you will find only in Little League 
Baseball.  What follows is a short explanation 
of some of the more prominent rules that are 
specific to Little League Baseball.
Pitch Count
	 Pitchers removed from the mound may not 
return as pitchers.
	 The manager must remove the pitcher 
when said pitcher reaches the limit for his/
her age group (see below), but the pitcher 
may remain in the game at another position.

League Age: 11-12 (85 pitches per day)
Exception: If a pitcher reaches the limit im-
posed above for his/her league age while 
facing a batter, the pitcher may continue to 
pitch until any one of the following condi-
tions occurs: 1. That batter reaches base; 2. 
That batter is put out; 3. The third out is made 
to complete the half-inning.  Note: A pitcher 
who delivers 41 or more pitches in a game 
cannot play the position of catcher for the re-
mainder of that day.  A player who catches in 
four or more innings in a game is not eligible 
to pitch on that calendar day.
	 Pitchers league age 11-12 must adhere to 
the following rest requirements:
l66 or more pitches in a day
	 four calendar days of rest
l51-65 pitches in a day
	 three calendar days of rest
l36-50 pitches in a day
	 two calendar days of rest
l21-35 pitches in a day
	 one calendar day of rest
l1-20 pitches in a day
	 zero calendar days of rest
Mandatory Play
	 If a tournament team has thirteen (13) or 
more eligible players in uniform at a game, 
then every player on a team roster shall 
participate in each game for a minimum of 
three (3) consecutive defensive outs and bat 
at least one (1) time.
