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(Director of Softball Development).
More than 7,000 teams, approximately 

6,500 teams in the U.S. alone, begin the tour-
naments in the Little League Baseball division 
alone.  About 6,500 are eliminated in the first 
three weeks of play.  About 45,000 games are 
played in eight divisions leading up to the var-
ious World Series tournaments.  More than 
16,000 of those games are played in the Little 
League division, the equivalent of more than 
six Major League Baseball seasons.

District: This is the first level of play.  
Most district tournaments begin around the 
first week of July, lasting from one to three 
weeks.  Some large districts, or those made 
up of widely dispersed teams, play in area 
tournaments before advancing to a district 
final or semifinal.  Some district tournaments 
are played in a modified Olympic Pool Play 
format.

State, Province or Country: This is the 
next major level of play.  However, in some 
states, provinces or countries where there are 
many leagues, a sub-tournament is played.  
State, provincial or national tournaments are 
generally played around the last week of July 
or the first week of August.  Most of these 
tournaments are played in a standard double-
elimination format.

Region: This is the third level.  However, 
there may be one or two pre-regional tour-
naments (Section or Division Tournaments) 
played in some areas before advancing to 
the regional level.  Regional tournaments are 
usually played in the first or second week of 
August.  Most are double-elimination, but a 
few use the modified Olympic Pool Play For-
mat.

World Series: This is the final level of tour-
nament play.  There are eight World Series 
tournaments played in the Little League pro-
gram: Little League Baseball, Junior League 
Baseball, Senior League Baseball, Big League 
Baseball, Girls Little League Softball, Girls Ju-
nior League Softball, Girls Senior League Soft-
ball, and Girls Big League Softball.  The vari-
ous World Series tournaments are played in 
August.

Each season concludes with International 
Tournament play for children in eight divi-
sions of Little League.  The tournament trail 
begins in early July and leads to eight World 
Series tournaments in August.

The oldest and best-known champion-
ship tournament is the annual Little League 
Baseball World Series held in late August in 
Pennsylvania.  These games are held in How-
ard J. Lamade Stadium and Little League Vol-
unteer Stadium, located on the side of Bald 
Eagle Mountain in the borough of South Wil-
liamsport.

The other seven World Series tourna-
ments are held at sites across the United 
States during the week or weeks prior to the 
Little League World Series.  It is the culmina-
tion of many weeks of local league play and 
provides participants with the opportunity 
to travel, make new friends, and engage in 
friendly competition - activities few other 
summer programs provide.

In tournament play, winning and losing 
are put into proper perspective.  An hour af-
ter a hard-fought game, it isn’t unusual to find 
the opposing teams together at the swim-
ming pool or the pin-trading area.

Tournament Structure
Double-elimination is played at most lev-

els of the Little League International Tourna-
ment, which includes a full tournament struc-
ture in eight divisions of baseball and softball.

The tournament is under the direction 
and authority of the Little League Interna-
tional Tournament Committee in William-
sport, Pa.  Members of the Tournament 
Committee are: Chairman, Patrick W. Wilson 
(International Tournament Director), Ste-
phen D. Keener (President and Chief Execu-

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Tournament play is regarded as an impor-
tant supplemental phase of the Little League 
program.  There is no obligation on the part 
of any league to enter the tournament, but a 
majority participate annually.

Little League Baseball Tournament teams 
are made up of players selected from among 
the Major Division teams in local leagues.  
They are limited in number to a maximum 
roster of 14 Little League age (11 or 12 years 
old) players. (League age is the age attained 
by a player as of April 30 of the year in ques-
tion.)  Managers and coaches also are select-
ed from the personnel of local leagues. 

There are eight regions represented in 
the United States and eight international re-
gions.  Tournament play is conducted through 
the various levels to ultimately determine re-
gional champions.  Each regional champion is 
invited to participate in the World Series in 
South Williamsport, Pa.

There is no fee of any kind for any team in 
the Little League Baseball World Series.  All of 
the expenses for all teams, including travel, 
are paid by Little League International.  While 
at the Series, the teams are housed in dormi-
tories on the complex, and food is provided 
- all at no charge.  All teams are provided with 
identical accommodations, without regard to 
their economic status.

Additionally, every league with a team 
that wins its district level championship and 
advances to the next level, receives a reim-
bursement from Little League Baseball and 
Softball of $1 per mile for one round trip to 
each tournament site, to help offset travel ex-
penses. (Usually a district comprises a town, 
county or several towns or counties.)

Little League is able to pay this because 
every league pays a one-time entry fee of 
$150 for each team entered in the Interna-
tional Tournament.  This fund is restricted 
only to offsetting tournament expenses.  
This fund is also used to transport the Little 
League Baseball World Series teams to and 
from South Williamsport.

Additionally, starting in 2003, volunteer 
tournament organizers at each of the 58 re-

gional levels worldwide provided $1,000 to 
help offset expenses.  Teams advancing to the 
regional level in the U.S. receive an additional 
$200.  Little League returned $2 million from 
the Little League Travel Fund to local Little 
League programs in 2010, helping to defray 
July-August travel costs for more than 500 
teams in hundreds of leagues.

To qualify for the Little League Baseball 
World Series, a team comprised of the best 
11- and 12- year-olds in a Little League pro-
gram must advance through the world’s larg-
est elimination tournament.  At the Little 
League Baseball World Series in South Wil-
liamsport, the attendance is normally well 
over 250,000, with crowds of 30,000 or more 
for the championship game.  A record total of 
381,028 fans attended the 2010 World Series.  
Millions more see the games on ESPN, ESPN2, 
ESPN3.com and ABC.

There is never any admission charge to 
attend a Little League game at Howard J. 
Lamade Stadium or Little League Volunteer 
Stadium.  Tickets for the championship game 
are given away by lottery well in advance of 
the World Series.  Seating in all other areas is 
general.  No tickets are required at any time 
for the terraces beyond the outfield fence at 
Lamade Stadium, offering excellent viewing 
from any vantage point.

A family of four can attend the Little 
League Baseball World Series (with no charge 
for parking or admission), purchase a souve-
nir program, and each person in the family 
can have a hot dog, french fries and a large 
soda for about $30.

The highest estimated attendance for a 
Little League Baseball World Series game was 
in 1989 when National Little League from 
Trumbull, Conn., defeated Kang-Tu of Chinese 
Taipei, in the championship game before 
45,000 people.  Exact figures are not avail-
able since tickets are not required for most 
fans and there are no turnstiles.

Little League Baseball World Series
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World Series Format
 The format for the 2011 Little League 
Baseball World Series is “modified double 
elimination,” and is divided into two distinct 
phases. 
 Once the first phase has been completed, 
any losses in that phase have no bearing on 
the second phase.  However, pitching records 
will carry over to the second phase.
 The 16 teams are divided into two brack-
ets: eight teams in the International Bracket, 
and eight teams in the U.S. Bracket.  Each 
bracket follows the same two-phase arrange-
ment.
 Phase One consists of Game No. 1 through 
Game No. 26, plus two consolation games.
 Phase Two consists of four games: Game 
No. 27 through the World Championship 
Game.
Phase One
 In Phase One, the two brackets follow 
the normal movement of teams in a double-
elimination tournament, which means any 
two losses eliminate a team from contention.  
For the four teams that lose their first two 
games, two “crossover” consolation games 
are scheduled where U.S. teams will play In-
ternational teams.  Both of these games are 
televised, giving all teams in the Little League 
Baseball World Series at least three televised 
games.
 In a standard double-elimination tour-
nament, the team coming out of the losers’ 
bracket, which would have one loss, would 
have to twice defeat the winners’ bracket fi-
nalist in order to advance.  However, under 
the modified double-elimination format, 
Phase One ends with the final game of the 
losers’ bracket.
 That means there is no “if-necessary” 
game in either bracket.  Instead, the winners’ 
bracket finalist and the losers’ bracket finalist 
are the two teams in each bracket (for a total 
of four teams) that move on to Phase Two.
Phase Two
 This phase (Game No. 27 through the 
World Championship Game) features a simple 
four-team, single-elimination format.  Games 

won or lost in Phase One have no bearing on 
Phase Two.
 In Phase Two, the two remaining teams in 
the International Bracket play a single game 
for the International Championship, and the 
two remaining teams in the U.S. Bracket play 
a single game for the U.S. Championship. 
 The two losing teams in the International 
and U.S. Championship games will play in the 
Consolation Game for third place. 
 The winners of the International and U.S. 
Championship games play a single game for 
the Little League Baseball World Champion-
ship.

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Story Ideas
Little League Softball Days - Little League 
Softball has partnered with several U.S. col-
lege programs over the last couple years to 
hold “Little League Softball Days.”  Local Little 
League teams are invited to attend a game for 
free or at a reduced price and get a chance 
to meet the players.  These events provide an 
opportunity to create an on-going relation-
ship between the local collegiate program 
and their surrounding Little Leagues while 
the youth players get a chance to experience 
the game of softball at one of its highest lev-
els.  Many of the top programs in the country 
have hosted an event including Arizona State 
University, the University of Arizona, UCLA, 
the University of Kentucky, the University 
of Washington, and Stanford University, to 
name a few.  The program has been so suc-
cessful, in some places it has been expanded 
to a whole weekend.

The Begininng - For those who want to learn 
the story of Little League’s roots, a visit to the 
site of the first Little League games and the 
first 12 Little League Baseball World Series 
tournaments is a must. Volunteer tour guides 
are on duty throughout the day. To reach the 
site, take U.S. Route 15 North and proceed 
straight onto Market Street. After crossing the 
Market St. Bridge, turn left (west) at Fourth 
Street along “Millionaire’s Row,” a street lined 
with stately old homes built during the area’s 
logging boom. Three miles down on the left is 
Original League.

Mighty Casey Statue - The Garth Brooks 
Teammates for Kids Foundation marked the 
creation of an endowment fund in support of 
Little League International’s Challenger Divi-
sion with a presentation ceremony during 
the 2004 Little League Baseball World Series.  
“The Might Casey,” a 14-foot bronze rendition 
of the fabled slugger from the iconic baseball 
poem “Casey at the Bat,” was dedicated and 
is located next to the scoreboard on the ter-
raced hills beyond the left-field fence of How-
ard J. Lamade Stadium. The statue is one of 
four crafted by sculptor Mark Lundeen of 
Loveland, Colo., and is representative of the 

Teammates for Kids Foundation going to 
bat for all of the Challenger Division players 
through a $2 million donation to the Little 
League program.

The Executive Branch & World Series - On 
Aug. 26, 2001, George W. Bush became the 
first U.S. President to attend the Little League 
Baseball World Series. President Bush was 
enshrined into the Peter J. McGovern Little 
League Museum Hall of Excellence and threw 
out the ceremonial first pitch for the final 
game. He sat with his wife, First Lady Laura 
Bush, along with Pennsylvania Gov. Tom 
Ridge, for the game. The seat used by Presi-
dent Bush is on display in the Peter J. Mc-
Govern Little League Museum in the George 
W. Bush Exhibit. The seat now occupying the 
spot where President Bush sat in Lamade Sta-
dium is permanently Seat No. 1.

Two men who eventually became 
president have also traveled to Williamsport 
for Little League functions. Lyndon Johnson 
visited in the fall of 1960 to present a U.S. 
flag to Little League President Peter J. 
McGovern following the dedication of a new 
administration building. Then-Sen. Johnson 
was John F. Kennedy’s running mate and 
only a few weeks away from election. George 
H.W. Bush also was a candidate for the vice 
presidency when he visited Little League for 
the World Series in 1980. President Bush 
and his wife were volunteers in the Central 
Little League of Midland, Texas, during the 
1950s. One of their sons, George W. became 
the first Little League graduate to be elected 
President of the United States. Another 
son, Jeb, became Governor of Florida. Mr. 
and Mrs. H.W. Bush were honored as “Little 
League’s First Family,” during the 24th Little 
League International Congress held in 2007 
in Houston, Texas.  George W. Bush was 
honored at the 2010 International Congress 
in Lexington, Ky., with the Peter O’Malley 
Distinguished Service Award.

In 2004, Vice President Dick Cheney 
became the second sitting vice president to 
visit the Little League Baseball World Series 
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in Williamsport. The first was Vice President 
Dan Quayle, who visited the Little League 
World Series in 1992 to accept enshrinement 
into the Peter J. McGovern Little League 
Museum Hall of Excellence.

In 2009, Vice President Joseph Biden 
attended the championship game to accept 
his enshrinement in the Peter J. McGovern 
Little League Museum Hall of Excellence.

Females In The Series - This is the 37th year 
since girls were first allowed by rule to play 
Little League Baseball in 1974 (although the 
first girl to actually play Little League did so in 
1950 in Corning, N.Y. - Kathryn “Tubby” John-
son). Through 2010, 15 girls have played in 
the Little League Baseball World Series. The 
first, Victoria Roche, was in 1984. She played 
for a team that represented Brussels (Bel-
gium) Little League. The 2004 Little League 
Baseball World Series marked the first time 
that two girls played in the same World Se-
ries. The other girls who have participated 
in the Series are: Victory Brucker, Eastview 
Little League, San Pedro, Calif., 1989; Kelly 
Craig, Trail Little League, Trail, British Colum-
bia, Canada, 1990; Giselle Hardy, Arabian 
American Little League, Dhahran, Saudi Ara-
bia, 1991; Krissy Wendell, Brooklyn Center 
(Minn.) American League, 1994; Sayaka Tsu-
shima, Kashima Little League, Osaka, Japan, 
1998; Alicia Hunoly, Ramstein Little League, 
Ramstein Air Force Base, Germany, 1999; Ta-
tiana Maltseva, Khovrino Little League, Mos-
cow, Russia, 2001; Sanoe Aina, Waipio Little 
League, Waipahu, Hawaii, 2002; Merced 
Flores, Central Little League, Agana, Guam, 
2003; Meghan Sims, Owensboro (Ky.) South-
ern Little League, 2004; and Alexandra Bellini, 
East Nepean Little League, Ottawa, Canada, 
2004; Brelle Meno, Southern Guam Little 
League, Yona, Guam, 2008; Katie Reyes, Hast-
ings Community Little League, Vancouver, 
British Columbia; and Bryn Stonehouse, Ara-
bian American Little League, Dhahran, Saudi 
Arabia, 2009.
 Two women have coached a team in the 
Little League Baseball World Series: Kathy 
Barnard, Lynn Valley Little League, North 
Vancouver, British Columbia, in 1993; and 
Barbara Zuelli, Emilia (Italy) Little League, 
2008. 

 Betty Speziale (Dunkirk, N.Y., 1989) was the 
first woman to umpire in the Little League 
Baseball World Series. Flora Stansberry 
(Seneca, Mo., 2001) was the first woman to 
umpire behind the plate in the Little League 
Baseball World Series Championship Game. 
Lo Mei Yan (Hong Kong, 2006) was behind 
the plate for the 60th Little League Baseball 
World Series Championship Game.

Challenger Jamborees - The Challenger Di-
vision of Little League Baseball and Softball 
provides the opportunity for children with 
disabilities to enjoy and participate in the 
game of baseball at many levels.  The sixth 
World Jamboree was held in May in Norfolk, 
Va. with nearly 100 teams from 10 state par-
ticipating.  Little League Challenger teams an-
nually participate in the Major League Base-
ball All-Star Game by playing games as part of 
the festivities.  There are also several regional 
Jamborees held in such places as Anaheim, 
Calif.; Rochester, N.Y.; San Francisco; Houston; 
and Bristol, Conn., to name a few.
 In 1989, Little League launched its Chal-
lenger Division. Disabled children from the 
ages of 4-18 are eligible to participate. Chal-
lenger baseball features “buddies” who help 
their partners by assisting the players when 
needed.  In 2010, more than 2,000 teams and 
nearly 30,000 children participated in the 
Little League Challenger Division.
 A Challenger exhibition game will be part 
of the Little League Baseball World Series 
schedule for the 11th consecutive year in 
2011.  The game, between Lafayette (La.)  
Little League and Baugo Little League (Misha-
waka, Ind.), will be played on the Saturday, 
Aug. 27, at 11 a.m. at Volunteer Stadium.
 For the first time, the Challenger program 
has teams on International soil.  Teams in Ku-
wait, Japan and Mexico started play in 2011.

Televison Contract Benefits - Little League 
International and ESPN agreed to an eight-
year television contract in 2007. The agree-
ment provides for continued coverage of the 
Little League Baseball World Series on the 
ESPN family of networks and ABC. Benefits of 
the contract include expanding the coverage 
of Little League’s three other World Series 
tournaments in baseball and all four softball 
World Series. The contract also allowed Little 
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League International to lower charter fees 
from $18 to $16, and provides for 125 free 
background checks for each of its chartered 
leagues. 

Social Media - Wireless Internet and its in-
tegration into various handheld devices has 
placed news and information just a click, or 
a few key strokes, away.  To read the latest on 
Little League happenings through Twitter, log 
onto www.twitter.com/LittleLeague.

50/70 Pilot Program - The pilot program 
was chartered by more than 170 leagues for 
the 2010 season.  The program, for 12- and 
13-year-olds, features a 50-foot pitching dis-
tance and 70-foot base paths.  The program 
was instituted to offer an alternative for play-
ers between the Little League field size and 
a standard field.  The program was evaluated 
after the 2010 season by leagues who partici-
pated in the program who were ask to com-
plete a survey detailing the benefits and chal-
lenges.  In 2011, the program added another 
option, a program for 11- and 12-year-olds, 
in addition to what was offered the previous 
year.

Urban Initiative Jamborees - Again this year, 
the Little League’s Urban Initiative held state 
or regional jamborees.  After holding jamo-
borees at four sites - Atlanta, Houston, Chi-
cago and Newark, N.J - in 2010, that total was 
increased to seven in 2011.  Atlanta, Houston 
and Chicago returned to host events while 
Tampa, Fla., Stockton, Calif., Richmond, Va., 
and Los Angeles held events for the first time.  
The jamboree in Stockton was the first soft-
ball event while Tampa hosted the first event 
for the Junior Baseball division.  For the six 
years prior to 2010, the program held one 
jamboree in South Williamsport, Pa. each 
May.   Fifty teams and more than 600 play-
ers participated in the four 2010 Jamborees, 
while those numbers increaed to 82 teams 
and more than 1,100 players.  The Little 

League Urban Initiative is now operating with 
more than 200 leagues in nearly 85 cities in 
the United States.  The Urban Initiative has 
also participated in nearly thirty field renova-
tion/development projects.

World Series Format - The 2010 Little League 
Baseball World Series was the first utilizing a 
double-elimination format for the first round 
of play leading to a single-elimination semifi-
nal round. This year, the four four-team pools 
have been eliminated with the teams now be-
ing either on the eight-team U.S. side of the 
bracket or the eight-team International side.  
A double-elimination bracket will be used in 
2011 except in the championship game on 
each side of the bracket where one game will 
be played to determine the team playing in 
the World Championship game (normally the 
winner of the losers bracket would have to 
beat the winners bracket champion twice to 
move on).  Previously, the tournament was 
conducted using a pool play format to reach 
the single-elimination quarterfinal round.  A 
pitching rule change in 2010 brought the 
tournament rules in line with the regular-sea-
son guidelines.  The new tournament rules 
increase the number of days of rest required 
based upon the number of pitches thrown.

Instant Replay - Video replays were first used 
at the Little League Baseball World Series in 
2008 for the first time by any baseball organi-
zation.  The rules for instant replay have been 
expanded each of the last two years.  Infor-
mation on the instant replay rules for the 
2011 tournament are available in the Media 
Center.

Umpire and Coaches Resource Center - Little 
League International provides an on-line re-
source center for both coaches and umpires 
in the organization.  The is no cost to access 
the information.  Each center includes educa-
tional materials, video, reference materials 
and the latest drills and techniques to help 
both coaches and umpires.

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Little League By The Rules
 Most of the rules that govern play in Little 
League Baseball are the same as those used 
at other levels of play.  But, there are a few 
rules that you will find only in Little League 
Baseball.  What follows is a short explanation 
of some of the more prominent rules that are 
specific to Little League Baseball.
Pitch Count
 Pitchers removed from the mound may not 
return as pitchers.
 The manager must remove the pitcher 
when said pitcher reaches the limit for his/
her age group (see below), but the pitcher 
may remain in the game at another position.

League Age: 11-12 (85 pitches per day)
Exception: If a pitcher reaches the limit im-
posed above for his/her league age while 
facing a batter, the pitcher may continue to 
pitch until any one of the following condi-
tions occurs: 1. That batter reaches base; 2. 
That batter is put out; 3. The third out is made 
to complete the half-inning.  Note: A pitcher 
who delivers 41 or more pitches in a game 
cannot play the position of catcher for the re-
mainder of that day.  A player who catches in 
four or more innings in a game is not eligible 
to pitch on that calendar day.
 Pitchers league age 11-12 must adhere to 
the following rest requirements:
l66 or more pitches in a day
 four calendar days of rest
l51-65 pitches in a day
 three calendar days of rest
l36-50 pitches in a day
 two calendar days of rest
l21-35 pitches in a day
 one calendar day of rest
l1-20 pitches in a day
 zero calendar days of rest
Mandatory Play
 If a tournament team has thirteen (13) or 
more eligible players in uniform at a game, 
then every player on a team roster shall 
participate in each game for a minimum of 
three (3) consecutive defensive outs and bat 
at least one (1) time.  If a tournament team 
has twelve (12) or fewer eligible players in 

uniform for a game, then every player on a 
team roster shall participate in each game for 
a minimum of six (6) consecutive defensive 
outs and bat at least one (1) time.  
 There is no exception to this rule unless the 
game is shortened for any reason.
 For the purpose of this rule, “six/three con-
secutive defensive outs” is defined as: a play-
er enters the field in one of the nine defensive 
positions when his/her team is on defense 
and occupies such position while six/three 
consecutive outs are made; “bat at least one 
time” is defined as: a player enters the batters 
box with no count and completes that time at 
bat by being put out or reaching base safely.
Substitutions/Re-entry
 Any player who has been removed for 
a substitute may re-enter the game in the 
SAME position in the batting order.
 A substitute entering the game for the first 
time may not be removed prior to completion 
of his/her mandatory play requirement.
Special Pinch-Runner
 Once each inning a team may utilize a play-
er who is not in the batting order as a special 
pinch-runner for any offensive player.  A play-
er may only be removed for a special pinch 
runner one time during a game.  The player 
for whom the pinch-runner runs is not sub-
ject to removal from the lineup.  If the pinch 
runner remains in the game as a substitute 
defensive or offensive player, the player may 
not be used again as a pinch runner while in 
the batting order.  However, if removed for 
another substitute that player or any other 
player not in the lineup, is again eligible to be 
used as a pinch runner.
Dropped Third Strike
 A batter is out when a third strike is caught 
or not caught by the catcher.
Stealing
 When a pitcher is in contact with the 
pitcher’s plate and in possession of the ball 
and the catcher is in the catcher’s box ready 
for delivery of the ball, base runners shall not 
leave their bases until the ball has been deliv-
ered and has reached the batter.
