We are excited to have you visit Portland, home of The Little League Softball World Series. We are 
looking forward to an exciting week of friendly competition. We hope your stay will be enjoyable, and 
you are able to experience the hospitality of our city and surrounding area. The Pacific Ocean is just a 
two hours drive, or you may choose to see Mt. Hood or Mt. St. Helens, also just two hours away by car. 
 

1. We are aware of the flight arrival for you team, and will provide transportation for your 
players and coaching staff only to Alpenrose Stadium, where your team will be issued uniforms, 
have their photos taken and view the facilities. Please be aware that we will need a signed Model 
Release for each player. Please ask your coaching staff for the Model Release and return it to 
the coaching staff, they will need to bring it to Portland with them. During your stay, the 
players will be housed at the Shilo Inn during the week.  

 
2. Our airport greeting committee will be stationed both at the exits for the concourse and at the 

baggage area on arrival day, August 10, 2010. This committee will be wearing easily identifiable 
shirts and name badges to alert you of their affiliation with the tournament. Please feel free to 
approach them for maps to both the Shilo Inn and Alpenrose Stadium. The staff will be happy 
to assist you with rental car information or public transportation. 

 
3. A special room rate has been arranged for you at our host hotel, The Shilo Inn Canyon Road. 

We have a block of rooms for families and will be happy to release them after your team wins 
your Regional Tournament. Please call the Shilo Inn for availability at 503-297-2551. 

 
4. Much of your player’s time is spent at the fields for scheduled practices, games and watching 

other teams. This is an excellent opportunity for parents to spend time with their children. You 
may also want to take your daughters on outings to see the city, and surrounding areas, please 
be aware your players have a bye day scheduled but also have mandatory events that they must 
attend.

Game Preliminaries 
 
Coin Toss (home/visitor) 
Teams will do the coin toss at the Manager meeting for the pool play portion of the 
tournament only. Thereafter, both Managers must meet with Donna McKeown at the press 
box on the main field one hour prior to their scheduled game time. If one team is not 
present to do the toss, the Manager present will be given the choice of home or visitor. 
 
Line Up Sheets 
A four-part line up sheet will be provided, and must be used by all teams. No later than one 
hour before scheduled game time (earlier is better), Managers must turn in line up sheets to 
Regina Strickland in the Tournament Staff Trailer. No team may take the dugout or 
field in any capacity until after the line up has been turned in. You will receive a 
copy of your own line up and the opposing teams line up at home plate prior to the game. 
 
Infield Warm Ups 
35 minutes prior to the start of the game, the visiting teams will take 10 minutes of infield 
practice. 25 minutes prior to the start of the game, the home team will take 10 minutes of 
infield warm up. Only Players, Managers and official Coaches will be allowed on the field 
after the official line up sheets have been turned in. NO Exceptions!! 
 
Final Game Introductions 
After your final game, both teams will be asked to line up in front of their dugouts (on the 
foul lines). The announcer will congratulate both teams, introduce the Manager of the losing 
team, and ask the Manager to say a few words about each players efforts throughout the 
tournament season. Please restrict this to 10 minutes total per team. Awards will be 
presented to the losing team. 
 
The winning Manager will then be introduced and asked to say a few words about their 
team, again please restrict this to 10 minutes total per team. Awards will be presented to 
the winning team. Both teams shall remain standing on or near the foul line throughout this 
presentation. 
 
Awards 
All teams will be introduced and presented with remaining awards at closing ceremonies 
immediately following the championship game. 



 
 
 

Introductions: Please Read Carefully!! 
 

The visiting teams League, District etc., officials (two per game) will be 
announced, and proceed to the pitchers circle, and line up in a straight line from 
the pitchers plate towards first base (not the foul line). Names and titles of 
officials shall be noted on the line up sheet. 
 
The home teams League, District etc., officials (two per game) will be 
announced, and proceed to the pitchers circle, shake hands with the visiting 
officials, and line up from the pitchers plate to third base (not the foul line). 
Names and titles of officials shall be noted on the line up sheet. 
 
The teams, by positions will be introduced, proceed to home plate, greet and 
shake hands with the player of the same position on the other team, exchange 
pins and proceed to the field where they will line up next to their respective 
teams. 
 
The Umpires will be introduced , enter the field from the first base side, and line 
up between first base and the first base dugout. 
 
Two players from each  team will be preselected  by  the Managers to recite the 
Little League Pledge (names to be noted on the line up sheets). The players will 
proceed to the microphone stand,  recite the Pledge and return to their place on 
the field. 
 
The announcer will ask the audience to stand for the singing of the National 
Anthems. Each game we will have live (preferred) or recorded Anthems. We 
would like to have the players take this honor, or if you have a parent or fan that 
would like to sing, please let Chandler Venables know. 
 
Managers and coaches will be asked to meet with the Umpires near home plate 
for a short conference.

EXPECTATIONS AND RULES OF USE ALPENROSE DAIRY 
Please share this information with your player’s parents 

 
Alpenrose Dairy is a private business owned by the Cadonau family. This facility is 
actually located in the Cadonau’s backyard. They have graciously donated the use of 
this beautiful facility to District 4, and Little League ONLY may use the ball fields. 
These fields are maintained by the staff of Alpenrose Dairy, and we have been asked 
to enforce some very basic rules. 
 
The top of the dugouts on the Main field will be kept clear of ALL items, including 
people, bags and equipment. 
 
Do not climb over the tops of the bleachers, always use the aisles. 
 
Both the left and right field lines must remain clear of spectators. Please remain at 
least 2 feet behind the fences. 
 
Parents must take responsibility for watching their children and we are not talking 
about those on the playing field. Both younger and older siblings must remain within 
your line of sight throughout the game and not be wandering around unsupervised. If 
the child is too young to enjoy the game but old enough to wander away from fields, 
parents are encouraged to find other daycare options. Parents of children found 
unsupervised on the lower fields, quarter midget track, velodrome or village areas will 
be warned only once and then asked to leave. 
 
No bikes, skateboards, roller skates or blades are allowed at Alpenrose. The only 
exception to this rule is for those who participate in activities at the Velodrome bike 
track. 
 
There is no smoking allowed near the ball fields. Please use the driveway areas well 
away from the line of sight of the players on the field. 
 
Cars parked near the fire lanes or any other area deemed “No Parking” will have their 
vehicle towed with no warning. Please be sure to ask staff if you are unsure about 
parking areas. 
 
It is everyone’s responsibility to help pick up garbage after your game. Please do not 
wait to be asked to help, if everyone picks up their own trash or better yet places it in 
the receptacles provided we will have clean grounds for everyone to enjoy. 
 
Bad behavior – including spectators coaching from the stands or talking to players or 
coaching staff while the game is in progress is strictly forbidden and will not be 
tolerated. Do not embarrass you children by being asked to leave the facility.

Congratulations and Welcome to the Little League Softball World Series 
 
 

Your Little League Softball World Series Media Staff is here to assist you with this exciting and 
sometimes overwhelming time when dealing with members of the media. 
 
In order to make your media experience easier and protect your players we ask you to follow 
some very simple rules. 
 
 

1. All members of the media will be wearing a Little League Softball World Series Media 
nametag similar to your own nametag. If someone approaches you for an interview 
without a proper name tag, please refuse to be interviewed until he or she has obtained 
the proper credentials. 

 
2. We have prohibited members of the media from interviewing you directly before or during 

your games. You, as the Manager, Coach or Umpire always have the right to refuse to be 
interviewed after the game or at any other time. 

 
3. If you wish to have a member of the LLSBWS media staff or your translator available at 

the time of the interview, please contact Cathy Workman know at the end of the 
coach/umpire meeting. We will assist you in scheduling a time convenient for both you 
and the media person wishing to interview you. 

 
4. NO PLAYER is allowed to be interviewed without an adult present at all times. If you 

cannot be present, you will need to have their parents, or a member of the media staff 
present. THERE IS NO EXCEPTION TO THIS RULE. 

 
5. All interviews are to be conducted at the Alpenrose complex. 

 
6. With the exception of ESPN or ESPN 2, no member of the media is allowed to ask you to 

wear a microphone during any game without the permission of the Director of League 
Development, Dan Velte. If permission is granted a member of your LLSBWS staff will 
personally escort the member of the media to you, express that permission has been 
granted, and give you any instructions needed. 

 
7. If you are asked to wear a microphone by any member of the media including ESPN or 

ESPN 2, you as the manager/coach or umpire always have the right to refuse. All 
microphones will be equipped with a shut off switch, so that you may turn off the 
microphone at any time you see fit. 

 
8. NO PLAYER IS ALLOWED TO WEAR A MICROPHONE AT ANY TIME. 

 
9. If you do not wish to have your cell phone number given to the media, please contact 

Cathy Workman after the coach/umpire meeting.

Housing:  Players – will be housed at the Shilo Inn, four players to a room, only. Friends, 

siblings and parents are not allowed to stay in player’s room. 
 

Coaching Staff – Teams with 13 or more players will be provided three single 
rooms, the entire stay, room and tax included. Those with less then 13 players 
will be provided two single rooms. A credit card is necessary for incidentals. 
Any additional rooms requested will be paid by the individual. 
 
Umpires – One room per two Umpires for the entire stay, room and tax 
included. A credit card is necessary for incidentals. Arrangements can be made 
if bringing family members for individual rooms (partial cost will be paid by the 
Little League Softball World Series). 
 
 

Transportation: Transportation will be provided from the Portland airport to Alpenrose Stadium 
on arrival day for teams and Umpires. 
 
Players – Transportation provided to and from Alpenrose Dairy 
 
Coaching Staff – Courtesy Car – One vehicle per team with appropriate proof 
of valid driver’s license, insurance and credit card. 
 
Umpires – Courtesy Car – One vehicle (van) per four Umpires with appropriate 

proof of valid driver’s license, insurance and credit card. 
 

 
Uniforms:  Players – Full appropriate fitting uniforms will be provided including Jersey, 

Shorts, Compression Shorts, Socks and Hat. Uniforms will be worn with no 
modifications allowed at any time, hat, socks and sliding shorts are yours to 
keep. After Closing Ceremonies, all teams must return their uniforms, which 
include Jerseys, and Shorts to Robin Andrews Player Relations. Jerseys may be 
purchased in full sets of 22, you can also purchase shorts  for $10 each and 
can be purchased individually, full set purchase in not required. 
 
Coaching Staff – Shirt (must be worn during games) and Hat provided. These

 are for your staff to keep. Shorts may be worn if appropriate, i.e. NO cutoffs, 
denim, spandex or other tight fitting attire. Shorts must be of walking length.
